Unfortunately the middle-classes gan
control, its power displayed in the basket of the
guillotine and the totalitarian temptation, |eading
to reaction, the Empire, and various wars of
conquest.

key to the Bastille to Thomas Paine, pamphl eteer
and citizen-soldier of the American Revolution
who in turn presented it to George Washington.
